BOROUGH OF BARRINGTON
CAUCUS MINUTES (Synopsis), Tuesday, October 6, 2015  
Mayor Klaus called the meeting to order at 6:00pm with the reading of the Sunshine Statement. He then led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.  The Clerk called roll with the following present: Councilman Rink, Councilwoman Nicholson and Councilman Robenolt.  Council President Popiolek and Councilwoman Bergeron are going to be late.  Councilman Ludwig had not yet arrived.  Also present were CFO Denise Moules, Municipal Clerk Terry Shannon, Eileen Holcombe, Secretary to Mayor and Council, Solicitor Tim Higgins and Engineer Greg Evans.
First Public Portion—on a motion by Councilwoman Nicholson, second by Councilman Robenolt, the public portion of the meeting was opened.  Seeing no public comment, on a motion by Councilman Rink, second by Councilman Robenolt, the public portion of the meeting was closed.

Councilman Ludwig arrived at 6:03pm.

Engineer:  Greg Evans reported on the following items from the monthly report.
Action items—Voucher No. 13 and Change Order No. 10 for RTW Construction are both on for approval.  We also approved draw No. 7 for Delco Development.  Also Voucher No. 2 and Change Order No. 1 for Kent Avenue project.  We will need to pass a resolution for 2016 Municipal Aid applications.  We are recommending that you submit for Commerce Drive, Austin Avenue reconstruction and Bikeway along Atlantic Avenue.  

Greg then reviewed the monthly engineer’s report and provided the following updates on ongoing projects:
Streetscape Improvements—met with County engineer yesterday.  They are receiving bids in November.  We amended our bid opening to November 24 to coincide with the County project.  First phase of construction is storm drainage so they can do throughout the winter.  

VFW ADA bathroom improvements—receiving bids later this month.  

USDA project—RTW substantially done except for punchlist items.  Mike Ciocco is having a contractor inspect the sanitary along Clements Bridge in preparation for the County project.  If there are any improvements to be done, we can request to use the remaining $300,000 in USDA funds for those improvements.  

White Horse Pike project—moving quickly.  They are trying to get everything done by December 1.

Carpet One—we reviewed punchlist of items that can be done at a later date so John Z can issue temporary CO.  We issued a letter on September 9.
Councilman Ludwig spoke about Shreve Avenue Little League parking lot.  Bellmawr wants our old bucket truck so we are looking at a barter to have them do the asphalt.  This will substantially lower the cost.  We want it to look good as it reflects the town.  The governing body agreed and authorized Shawn to proceed with negotiations.  It will still be expensive but should be substantially less than the bids we initially received.  The governing body said if it can be done for between $75,000 and $100,000 plus the bucket truck, we will approve.  
Seeing no further discussion for the engineer, Greg Evans left the meeting.  Councilwoman Bergeron arrived at 6:15.  
Administration:  Clerk Terry Shannon reported on the following from the Clerk’s report
Insurance claims for roof leaks—we had leaks in both the municipal building and the fire/ambulance building.  Claims have been opened for both locations and emergency services are in process.  There will also be some repairs necessary.  We held off on replacing the roof at the fire/ambulance building as the building was being evaluated by CCIA.  Mayor Klaus said he will be getting the report on that building from the CCIA engineer this week.  
Bingo/Raffles—we have never had any kind of bingo/raffle ordinance on the books so Tim prepared a short ordinance that establishes the clerk as the issuing authority and authorizes games to be held on Sunday.  Governing body approved for introduction.
Town-wide yard sale—moved to October 17 with the 18th as the rain date.  Also the TNR Team would like to hold a holiday bazaar and bake sale on December 5 from 10am-2pm.  Governing body approved.  
Halloween—falls on a Saturday this year.  Discussion was had about trick-or-treating hours and it was agreed it would be 2pm-7pm.  Resolution will be on the agenda.  
Recognizing George Iuliucci from PO—as was stated in the email sent earlier, it was suggested that we recognize George who has been transferred out of the Barrington Post Office to Hammonton.  George served in the Barrington Post Office for over 36 years.  We will have a proclamation on the agenda to recognize George. 

RTW Construction update—we have been approached by two more vendors who filed mechanics’ liens against RTW.  Both will be paid from the voucher KEI will be submitting for RTW.  Hopefully this should be the last of them.

November caucus—reminder that the November caucus meeting will be on either Monday or Wednesday because of the election.  It was originally scheduled for Monday.  Please look at your calendars and confirm if you would prefer Monday or Wednesday.  After some discussion it was decided we would go with Wednesday.  
Polling locations—as reported previously in an email, the Election Commission did not approve moving Districts 2 and 5 to borough hall.  They do not want voters to cross the Pike.  They did approve moving out of Good News and going to the VFW for District 4.  Districts 1 and 3 will remain in borough hall, 2 and 5 will remain in Avon and 4 will move to the VFW in 2016.

Ordinance amendment—we are requesting that you consider amendment of the ordinance pertaining to cats as follows:  making it illegal to “dump” cats; making it mandatory that apartment complexes provide their lists of tenants with pets.  We are having a problem with people “dumping” pet cats in our colonies and would like to make it illegal so it can be appropriately posted.  Also, all apartment complexes maintain lists of their tenants with pets because they charge them a premium.  We would like to make it mandatory that they provide a copy of those lists to us so we can follow-up with the tenants as to licensing.  Solicitor Higgins stated that it is already illegal to dump cats under Title 4.  He will prepare an ordinance to require that the apartment complexes provide a list of their pet owners.  Governing body approved for introduction.
Public auction—Bellmawr is having a public auction and invited Barrington to participate.  Mike provided a list of equipment he would like to sell.  The bucket truck is on the list so we will take it off.  Lee Fox Auctioneer will conduct the auction and gets 10% of the proceeds.  The governing body agreed and authorized contract with Lee Fox.  Resolutions will be on the agenda.  

Mount Ephraim Fire Department has a vehicle they no longer need and Steve DePierri wants it for the Fire Alliance.  We will look-up the Kelley Blue Book value.  MEFD will transfer to the Alliance for a credit against future billings against overtime and for fire prevention materials.

CFO’s Report:  CFO Denise Moules reported on the following
Monthly financial reports are provided.  Salaries and wages for finance and tax collector are over-encumbered but that is because of the payment due from Merchantville.  Also gasoline appears over-expended but that is due to the receivable from Runnemede.  All other expenditure accounts are within budget.  Revenues are all over what was anticipated.  Next two months of collections will generate surplus.  Best Practices needs to be reviewed prior to submission to the State.  We are at 94% yes which means we will get our full amount of State Aid.  There are a couple of new questions that we marked as prospective and we will be developing policies for pertaining to emergency purchases and chain of command.  If anyone has any questions regarding the report, please let Denise know.
COUNCIL REPORTS
Councilman Ludwig reported that DPW hired a new employee who will be starting November 2.  He is the mechanic who will replace Greg Southery.  He has more than 30 years of experience on both diesel and gasoline vehicles including emergency vehicles.  He is going to work with Greg for eight weeks to learn their system.  Harvest Fest is this weekend and DPW will handle set-up and clean-up as usual.  

Councilwoman Nicholson reminded everyone the Harvest Fest is this Saturday 10am-4pm.  She extended condolences to Eileen on the loss of her mother.  Our tax collector, Kristy Emmett got engaged.  There was a fire in town on Sunday.  The family was very grateful to the fire company because they saved their home.  The home is on Davis Avenue.  Neighbors immediately started clothes collections and a “Go Fund Me” page.  The family is very grateful to everyone who came to their aid.  The recreation committee will be meeting to discuss how to spend the money at With Upon a Star.  We will be meeting with softball and baseball about the bubble.  They are letting other groups use the bubble and we need to establish guidelines and insurance requirements.  
Councilman Robenolt reported that the Green Team is starting to meet again.  We are reviewing our Sustainability goals so we can start getting the points.  We will be speaking with the principal about doing something jointly with the schools.  Chief Roberts requested that we recognize Officers Kelly and Rabena for their actions getting the family out of the house that burned down on Bell Avenue.  The PBA wants to present them with a commendation at the council meeting.  A neighboring town wants to hire our SLEO II away from us.  We are going to increase Krystal’s hours so we don’t lose her.  We would not have to worry about benefits under the ACA for at least six months.  We will have her work 40 hours per week and will forego hiring a second SLEO.  I would like to have final discussion in closed session on the remaining corporal promotion.  
Councilwoman Rink reported that we attended the open house at Edmunds for the ribbon cutting of their new manufacturing facility.  The work they do with optic lenses is phenomenal.  It is great to have a facility like that in town.  They have a nice museum of artifacts from their history there as well.

Councilwoman Bergeron reported she received an email from a woman whose mother is turning 100 today.  Mayor Klaus said he received notice too and we will be preparing a proclamation to be read at their celebration.  The County is holding a health summit on the 8th and George Gallen will be attending for us.  
Solicitor Higgins reported that we will be amending the Redevelopment Agreement.  We made settlement on the property last week.  This final amendment will be to finalize the paperwork and the prior amendments in one document.  A resolution and ordinance will both be on the agenda.     
Mayor Klaus reported we are down to three ambulances due to mechanical problems.  The plan is to replace the whole chassis.  We are going to split the cost with the Association.  We hope the new hire will work-out well with the emergency vehicles.  Regarding the roof leaks, we held up doing the roof until we got the engineer’s report.  We will know more on Thursday when we see the report.  Christine Liss of the BBA is retiring.  The hope is that Amanda Hunt takes over.  The deadline for BOT is October 23.  Mayor Klaus asked Terry if she has the contact info for the woman who has a Class B license and Terry said yes.  We want to talk to her about driving the senior bus.  
On a motion by Councilwoman Bergeron, second by Councilwoman Bergeron, the second public portion was opened.  Seeing no further public comment, on a motion by Councilman Rink, second by Councilwoman Bergeron, the second public portion was closed.  

Seeing no further business for open session, on a motion by Councilman Robenolt, second by Councilman Rink, the meeting was adjourned to closed session at 7:33pm.

Closed Session resumed at 7:40—Councilman Robenolt reported that we need to promote for the corporal position.  The committee is recommending the promotion of Steve Kelly to corporal and it is unanimous.  He would like to get input from the rest of the governing body.  After some discussion, Councilman Robenolt said that based on job performance, he deserves this promotion.  Everyone agreed.  The resolution will be on the agenda.  
Seeing no further closed session business to be discussed in closed session, on a motion by Councilwoman Bergeron, second by Councilman Robenolt, the closed session was adjourned back into open session at 7:47pm.

Back in open session, Clerk Shannon said we will be adding a resolution to the agenda promoting Steve Kelly to the position of corporal.  Seeing no further public business to be transacted, on a motion by Councilwoman Nicholson second by Councilman Rink, the public meeting was adjourned at 7:48pm.
